Lucky Dip Word Box

	Aim of session

· To store words and build up useful vocabulary

· To retrieve words faster and more accurately.

· To improve listening and attention skills

· To develop concentration. 

.


	Equipment

· A decorated lucky dip box.

· Various objects within the box such as fruit and vegetable items, farm animals or body parts.
	Directions

· Ask the student to take an item from the box.

· Ask the student questions about the item. If it is a banana for example, ask the student if it is a fruit or a vegetable, ask about texture, taste and colour. If it is a pig for example, ask about the noise it makes, where it lives, etc. 
· For any item always ask what sound its name begins with, for example ‘pig’ starts with the sound ‘p’, how many claps/beats in the word (i.e. syllables), and other words it might rhyme with.
· Repeat these types of questions with other objects in the box.  
	Benefits of session
· Strengthens representation of words. 

· Provides strategies to retrieve words.

· Develops attention and listening skills.
· Builds concentration levels.

· Increases use of descriptive language.
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
