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Museum Activity

	Aim of session
· To build vocabulary.
· Improve articulation.


	Equipment
· Cardboard museum
· Symbols or objects denoting displays at the museum.
	Directions
· Present the museum to student with all the symbols inside. Ask excitedly ‘what will we find in the museum?’

· Encourage him/her to pick out the symbols one at a time and to name each one.

· Talk about each one as he names it e.g. its colour, its size, the noise it makes, where it lives etc.
· Once all the symbols are out, ask him/her to put specific ones back in to the museum e.g. ‘put the horse in the museum’.

· If any signs of agitation appear, start saying ‘goodbye’ to each symbol e.g. ‘xxxxx says…goodbye snake,.

	Benefits of session
· Develops receptive and expressive language (vocabulary and grammar)
· Articulation practise
· Encourages spontaneity of speech
· Develops listening and attention skills.
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
