Sequencing
	Aim of Session
· Develop time concept (what’s happening first, next, last etc)
 
	Equipment
· Boardmaker symbols

· Laminated card with velcro strip


	Directions
· Form a sequence of events using three symbols to begin with.
· Verbalise this sequence to the young person as you place down the symbols in order.

· Jumble up the symbols and then ask the young person to put them back in the correct order and to retell the sequence of events.

· Always comment on the order of symbols as each one is placed down e.g. ‘What comes first?’ or ‘Yes that comes first, that comes next, now what comes last?’ etc.
