	Tasks

	To enable student to identify on a map his/her town

To enable student to identify and understand where different places are
	1a. Show map to student and ask him/her where she lives

b. Support the student to find his/her home city. Student can circle the place he/she lives

c. Look at other places on the map and talk through some of the names. 

d. Ask student if there is anywhere in this country on the map that he/she has been

e. Support student to find that place and ask him/her to tell you about it

f. Look at the two furthest points on the map. Talk about how far they are from one another. 

g. Look at other cities and decide whether nearby or far away from his/her home
	Laminated map of one country with cities marked on it

Felt pen to write on the map
	Student can identify their home city

Student can understand where other places they know are in relation to their home

Student gets sense of distances between different places (e.g. very far; nearby etc.)
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
