	To develop student’s confidence in asking questions

To develop understanding of opinions

To increase knowledge of current affairs

	1a Explain to student that going to find out opinions of some people in teens and record them in the table.

b. Ask student to choose which people going to ask and write down names in column of record sheet

c. Go over each question with the student. Ask if he/she understands the question and ask her/his opinion.

d. Go back to question one and go over question with student. Ask him/her to repeat question to you.

e. Decide which person asking first and student then asks him/her the question.

f. Student must ask interviewee why he/she holds opinion

g. Decide next person to ask question one and so on. Everyone on list should be asked question one before moving on to question 2.

h. Repeat process with question 2. Discuss question with student and ask for his/her opinion. Then ask the interviewees.

i. Repeat process with the remaining questions.
