	To enable student to have sense of monetary value

	1a. Explain that going to have a sale of different items

b. In first round, students will present the items and staff will offer price/goods for them. In second round, students will be offering price/goods

c. Collect 6 different items on the table – clothes, cd players, food etc. 

d. Ask student to choose one of the items they want to sell

e. Once choosen ask student to describe the item, remembering that they are trying to get as much money/goods as possible for it.

f. Student describes item and staff member offers money/goods

g. Student must decide whether to sell or not, using the sale/ no sale cards. The item does NOT need to be sold if offer not good enough. After decision, discuss what the item is worth and why

h. Go through all six items, discussing each time its worth.

g. Once sold (or not) all items then staff member can choose 3 items to sell and ask student to make an offer.
